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Scholarship Program and Raffle

Scholarship Program:  The Lancaster County Chapter of the Penn State Alumni Association awards five $1000 scholarships each year to Lancaster County high school seniors who enroll at Penn State campus in the fall semester following their high school graduation.

· Two scholarships are awarded to female students and two to male students, and these four scholarships are based strictly on scholarship, activities, and personal qualities.  The Chapter also awards a fifth scholarship based on both merit and financial need.  To be eligible, students must be in the top half of their graduating class and have a minimum 1000 SAT score (the minimum academic requirements).  Extracurricular activities and supplemental letters written by the applicants also are significant evaluation factors.  To qualify for the fifth financial need scholarship, students also must submit a document explaining their need for financial assistance.

· Application forms are available in early spring from every Lancaster County high school main office or guidance counselors’ office, as well as on the Chapter’s website at www.psulancaster.com.

Scholarship Fundraising:  We raise funds for our scholarship program through donations and the various activities we conduct each year.  So patronize our events as often as possible!  But, our main scholarship revenue source (other than a few special generous donors), is our annual Scholarship Raffle.  This year’s drawing will be held on Saturday, August 14, 2004 at 2:00pm at our PSU Creamery ice cream sale stand at the Lititz Arts and Crafts Festival at the Lititz Springs Park.  Tickets cost $5 each or three for $10.  FIRST PRIZE is a pair of 2004 Penn State Football Season Tickets on the sidelines of Beaver Stadium and free admission for two to our Chapter tailgate.   SECOND PRIZE is a pair of 2004 Penn State Football Season Tickets in the end-zone of Beaver Stadium and free admission for two to our Chapter tailgate.  THIRD PRIZE is one pair of tickets to the 2004 PSU v. Purdue football game on October 9, 2004.
