The last time a team rallied from a 2-0 deficit was in 2008. Stanford came back against Texas in 2008 in the NCAA National Semifinals 
to advance to the National Championship match. 

The trio was joined by Min-
nesota's Haily Cowles and Texas' Ashley Engle and Juliann Faucette.
