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Penn State’s Paul Posluszny To Be Honored At The Second Mile Lancaster County Chapter’s Spring Celebration 

On Thursday, May 18, 2006, Paul Posluszny will be honored at the Lancaster County Chapter’s annual Second Mile Spring Celebration. This event will be held at the Netherlands Inn and will begin at 6:00 p.m.  Proceeds from the event will directly benefit children served by The Second Mile who are dealing with challenging circumstances. Joining Posluszny will be Jerry Sandusky, The Second Mile’s Founder.

The Second Mile is dedicated to helping children in local communities develop skills which will lead them to a future of promise and personal success. In 2005, The Second Mile served more than 100,000 children in the nine-county Southcentral Region – over 21,800 in Lancaster County.  According to event Chairman, Michael Huegel, the goal of the Second Mile Spring Celebration is to raise more than $12,000 to benefit The Second Mile.

As a Sophomore in 2004, Paul Posluszny was named as a Second Team All-Big Ten player as well as earning academic All-Big Ten honors.  He started in all eleven games and led his team with 104 tackles, and his 9.5 tackles per game average put him in a tie for fifth in the Big Ten.  He also recorded 12 tackles for loss and three sacks, helping Penn State reach the national top 10 in scoring and total defense.  

In 2005 Posluszny became the first junior captain for Penn State since Mike Reid and Steve Smear in 1968.  Posting 116 tackles on the season, including 14 for loss and 4 sacks, he was named Big Ten Defensive Player-of-the –Week a record-breaking three consecutive times. He is the second Penn State player to win both the Chuck Bednarik and Dick Butkus Awards as the College Defensive Player and Linebacker of the Year respectively, and was named as a member of the 2005 All-American Team.  He helped lead the Penn State Nittany Lions to a win in the 2006 Orange Bowl.  

Founded in 1977 by former Penn State Defensive Football Coordinator, Jerry Sandusky, The Second Mile provides nine prevention, early intervention and community-based programs at no cost to more than 300,000 children in Pennsylvania annually.
